Studying at College

College life is different from school. You
have more choice and more independence
in what you study and how you studly.

St David's Catholic Sixth Form College
provides an adult environment in which
everyone can learn and progress, free from
interference. You are expected:

* to come prepared to work including
bringing a pen, file and any lesson
resources you have been given. This
includes specialist equipment as
required by your teachers;

e to attend fully and punctually. Abide
by the College term dates and not book
holidays in College time;

* to wear appropriate and decent
clothing. This involves removing hoods
and baseball caps in lessons;

* to show respect to the site, and
surrounding areas, by not dropping
litter;

* upon leaving the site to conduct
yourself in an adult manner by not
dropping litter and showing courtesy to
local residents. In the area of Wellfield/
Albany Road be mindful you are
representing the College and behave in
an adult manner;

® not to eat or drink in class. Bottled
water is permissible and is found to be
beneficial to learning;

® not to smoke on site. The College is a
smoke free site;

* to switch off all mobile phones and
other devices in lessons. Place them in
your bag and remove headphones.

Independent study

In the morning you are not required to
come to College until you have a lesson.
However, throughout the day your
timetable will include free periods for
independent and private study. Please
do not spend all this free time in the
recreational areas but make use of the
facilities for private study in the LRC and
other areas of the College, in compliance
with the current COVID-19 guidelines.

For each A Level equivalent course you are
expected to undertake at least 3-4 hours of
private study a week. This may be directed
homework or time for you to review your
lesson notes and read.

Bydd
rhaid i chi ddangos i‘ch athrawon a’ch
tiwtor bugeiliol eich ymrwymiad i astudio;
golygir hyn presenoldeb llawn a dangos
efrydiaeth da trwy gydol y flwyddyn. Ar
Lefel 3 bydd angen i chi fod wedi ennill
yr hyn sy’n cyfateb i dair gradd D ar lefel
UG er mwyn dechrau’r ail flwyddyn o’ch
rhaglen dysgu.

Bydd y rhan fwyaf o fyfyrwyr yn cael eu
cofrestru ar dair gwrs Uwch Gyfrannol
neu’r galwedigaethol cyfatebol, a disgwylir
iddynt barhau &'r cwricwlwm hwn yn y
chweched uchaf.

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Progression to year 2

Students studying Level 2 or Level 3
courses are not automatically entitled

to a second year at the College. Your
place in the second year relies on your
studentship in the first year. You will have
to demonstrate your commitment to study
to your teachers and pastoral tutor; this
means full attendance and displaying
good studentship throughout the year.

At Level 3 you will need to achieve the
equivalent of three D grades at AS Level
in order for you to start the second year of
your programme of study.

Most students will be enrolled onto three
AS Levels or their vocational equivalent,
and will be expected to continue with
this curriculum into the Upper Sixth. It is
unlikely that you will be able to pick up
new AS courses in your Upper Sixth year
and you should expect to continue with
your courses for two years. It is therefore
important that you choose wisely when
deciding on your curriculum. If you drop
any courses in your first year, then your
second year place in the College cannot
be guaranteed.

Helping you to succeed

Expert teachers, specialising in your
subject area, will support you throughout
your courses. During the induction

period of the first month, you will agree
target grades with your teachers that are
intended to be ambitious and challenging.
This is so that you reach your potential.

Your teachers will work with you to monitor
your progress against your target grades
and help you to plan to achieve your goal.
Central to this is the elLP which provides
you with information and data directly
related to your progress. This includes your
attendance, assessment grades, target
grades, overall GPA and qualifications.

Through a programme of rigorous
assessment and learner feedback you will
be clear about how you are progressing
and what you need to maximise your
achievements.

Feedback is available to you through
talking to your teachers, on written
comments on your assessed work, through
the assessment feedback on the elLP and
Turnitin, progress review days with your
pastoral tutor and parents evenings.

Literacy and numeracy

support

In order to be a success at College, it
is important that students display very
good levels of literacy and numeracy. Your
subject teachers will provide you with
specific support on how to improve your
skills in these areas - and your pastoral
tutor will provide further guidance. The
College also provides support booklets
on literacy and numeracy skills that can
be downloaded from the College Moodle
site or given to you, along with interactive
online modules

Attendance

Attendance provides the clearest indication
of success, with research showing that a
10% drop in attendance accounts for a

fall in one grade at A Level. Therefore, a
student with attendance around 75% will
perform, on average, two grades below
those whose attendance is 95%.

At a time when entry to university and
competition for jobs is intense, students
are really affecting their future life chances
if their attendance falls below 95%. Put
another way, a student with around 75%
attendance misses the equivalent of 8
weeks teaching over the academic year.
This is vital contact time with a teacher
which would mean the inability to answer
whole sections of an examination paper.
Attendance really is the key to success and
achieving your potential.

You are expected to:

¢ aim for 100% attendance. This also
applies to remote attendance, when
applicable);

® ensure any absense is reported to your
pastoral tutor and authorised by a letter/
email from home.

The College conducts a formal attendance
monitoring system whereby students

will be accountable for unauthorised or
unexplained absences.

If your attendance falls below 90% you

may be placed on the College’s disciplinary
procedure which might result in you being
asked to leave College.

Contacting the College

if you are absent

It is vital that you contact your pastoral
tutor by telephone or email to inform
them if you are away for any reason, on
your first day of absence. When returning
to College, you should provide a letter
explaining the reasons for your absence.
Your pastoral tutor will provide you with
a template letter to use for this purpose
when you start College in September.

Lateness procedure

Persistent lateness will be regarded

as a student not having the required
commitment to study and this will be dealt
with as a disciplinary issue. If a student
knows they are going to be late then

they should contact their pastoral tutor or
teacher in advance.

Any student suspected of possessing or
using illegal substances will be suspended
pending a College Disciplinary Hearing. If
a student is found to have been involved
they will be asked to leave the College and
the Police will be informed of the student’s
exclusion.

Plagiarism is the presentation of anybody
else’s thoughts, words and ideas as your
own work. Any student found to have
plagiarised or copied from another student
may result in the student being asked

to leave the course or be excluded from
the College. The College is required to
report all instances of plagiarism to the
examination board and awarding bodies.

Use of mobile phones

Mobile phones should be switched off in
lessons, unless a teacher specifically allows
you to use your phone as part of a learning
activity.

absence’, resulting in possible disciplinary
action. Term dates are published in
advance on the College website and it is
your responsibility to ensure that you don’t
take holidays at this time.

Part-time employment

Whilst the College recognises the value
to students of part-time work in terms
of developing important employability
skills and through supporting students
financially, you need to balance College
and outside work commitments.

As a rule, students should not undertake
more than 10-12 hours of paid
employment per week in term time.
Otherwise you are too tired and distracted
from your studies.
