Results of the ‘Settling in Survey’ 
 
The feedback from the Student Survey has been released! On the Settling in Survey, 
nearly all students said that they were happy with their start to life at St David’s, and 

100% of students said that they were comfortable.  
 
Remember that your pastoral tutor is your first point of contact if you have any 
problems, and all students have access to the wellbeing team who are there to 

support you.  
 
A few students were unsure where Student Services is located, which is in the atrium 
of the George Stack building. 

 
Look around the college for posters with details of our safeguarding, pastoral, 
wellbeing and learner support teams. If you need information on these, you can also 

ask your pastoral tutor.  
 
Lots of students asked for information on additional support, so look out for an email 
inviting you to a support session, if you selected that.  

 
Some of the biggest points raised were queues for food in the canteen, and the 
college will now look at bringing a new queuing system. The college has recently held 
a focus group on what the canteen is offering and will soon be introducing a ‘health 

food of the week’. The college is also introducing a quiet lunch area, and you can 
contact the Learner Support Centre for more information on that. The college will also 
be reviewing the contents and functioning of the vending machines.
